Every year we hold an international opportunities weekend at Topstones County Campsite to meet
different girls from around the county and see who will be given the opportunity to travel the following
summer on an international adventure with Leicestershire or even Girlguiding Midlands.

The purpose of the weekend is for you to learn a little more about international travel within guiding.

During the weekend you will be asked to complete various activities, both within a team and
individually. This will give the leaders present a good insight of your skills and interests, so we can get to
know you better and ultimately give you a suitable opportunity to travel internationally with Girlguiding.

International trips can vary in size from small groups of (10+) to large camps with (20,000) fellow
Girlguiding members, including camps/ Jamboree’s, indoor events, home hospitality, staying within a
youth hostel or travelling between cities.

Some trips involve specific skills, e.g. sailing, music, art or community work, but all who go on an
international adventure speak of the memories and friendships made for many years after their trip.

To make sure your application is accepted and put through to the weekend there are a couple of criteria
that you must meet:

o Be 14 years old or over by end of July 2019.
Be an active member of a Guide unit, Ranger unit or be an active Young Leader in Leicestershire.
Commit to attending the whole opportunities weekend. Friday 15 - Sunday 17 March 2019
Submit a fully completed application form, signed by your unit leader before 1 December 2018
A completed leader character reference form signed by your leader.
Applications received after this date cannot be guaranteed a place on the weekend.

Before the Opportunities weekend, you will be sent out:

A further letter explaining the details about the weekend and all the contact information.
A list of equipment/kit list to take with you.

A list of activities that you will need to bring with you.

A health form.

A consent form.

Information regarding the payment of £35 required for the weekend.

Photo permission form.

All the above items will need to be completed and sent back before the weekend to secure your place.

You should be prepared to commit 110% to this international opportunity and understand that the work
does not finish when you return from your trip.



If you are successful to gain a place on an international adventure, please see below a couple of initial
points to remember.

At the end of the opportunities weekend we will be holding a parents/carer meeting to run through the
details of what happens next. If successful you will then be invited to a parent’s meeting in July 2019 at
county office, where you will meet your trip leaders for the first time. At this point you will be asked to
sign a commitment letter and pay a non-refundable deposit of £100 to confirm your place. (Region trips
may vary slightly)

When you have returned from your international adventure you will be expected to submit the following:
A full report of your trip.

1 or 2 of your individual trip badges if you are able.

At least 10 photos by CD or paper.

A completed evaluation form.

Your accounts.

You will also be expected to attend an International Feedback Evening held at county office or round the
county and attend the following year’s opportunities weekend to provide a small presentation about your
trip.

As a County International team, we look forward to receiving your application form and hope to meet

you in March 2019 for an action-packed weekend. As we hope to send as many girls as we can to
International Adventures within 2020.
